However, if there is a
violation of social rules and laws, and social interests are trampled upon, penalty in
this world shall be taken into account.

In reality, penalty in this world 1s a requisite of all legal laws and it is not confined
to the legal laws of Islam only. Every legal system that wants to enact laws for the
maintenance of order and social security has no option but to consider a set of
penalties for violators and offenders. This is because social life cannot be established
without laws that restrict individual freedom and liberty. As social relations increase
and expand. the need for social laws and their guaranteed implementation will also
increase.

PASSAGE 2:

Accompanied by a downgrading of the qualities and roles traditionally associated with
the female sex, the current Western idea has generated a unisex society in which only
the male role is respected and pursued. Although meant to bring a larger measure of
equality for women, the idea that men and women are not only equal, but equivalent
and identical, has actually pushed women into imitating men and even despising their
womanhood. Thus it is generating a new type of male chauvinism. Tremendous social
pressures have resulted m strippmmg women of their role-responsibilities formerly
performed by them. and they are forced to live a life devoid of personality and
individuality.

The society based on the Qur'an is. in contrast, a dual-sex society in which both
sexes are assigned their special responsibilities. This assures the healthy functioming of
the society for the benefit of all its members. This division of labor imposes on men
more economic responsibilities, while women are expected to play their role in
childbearing and rearing. The Qur'an, recognizing the importance of this
complementary sexual assignment of roles and responsibilities. alleviates the greater
economic demands made on male members of the population by allotting them a
larger share than women in inheritance. At the same time 1t grants women the right to
maintenance in exchange for their contribution to the physical and emotional
wellbeing of the family and to the care they provide in the rearing of children. The
unisex ideology generates a competitive relationship between the sexes which we find
in America and which 1s disastrous for all members of society. The dual-sex society 1s
a plan which has been found suitable in countless societies through history. Only in
very recent times did the idea of sexual non-differentiation or identity achieve
prominence, and then primarily in the Western society. Even the medical evidence for
mental or emotional difference between the sexes is suppressed in Western research,
for it threatens the prevailing trends of thought. How long this socially disastrous
movement will continue before it is rejected as bankrupt is not known. But certainly
