In Islam, the guild college was developed from a pre-existing institution, the masjid
type of mosque, founded in great numbers in the various quarters of the city. This was
accomplished simply by adding an inn next to the mosque, to provide lodgings for the
students who came to study there from out-of-town.

The institutions of the 'ancient sciences' thus gave way to
those of the sacred scriptures. These new guild institutions flourished alongside the old
privately endowed institutions, and replaced the institutions of non-theism.

PASSAGE 2:

Aside from the Islamic basics, many details of faith and practice are maintained by the
Christian Scriptures. Among these are many details of marriage. divorce, animal
sacrifice. punty, diet laws, circumcision, purity. and even prostration on earth
substance. Such things as the witness by two men or two women and one man appear.
The Islamic practices of raising the hands and saying "Allahu Akbar', the expressions
'Assalamu alaykum' or 'Peace to yvou', and "in sha Allah', if God wills', are all Biblical
traditions,

The Bible not only supports Islamic beliefs and practices, but does so consistently.
There is relatively little in the Bible that is offensive to Muslim eyes, and most such
things are offensive because they have been given a Christian interpretation, or
because of linguistic and cultural changes that make them less understandable than
they originally were.

Islam 1is based, not on the Bible, but on the Qur'an, [slamic traditions, and the
example of the Prophet and, in the case of Shi'ites, on the example of the twelve holy
Imams. The similarities between the Bible and Islam are explamned to believers by the
fact that the same God inspired both, and to researchers by the fact that both the Qur'an
and the Bible are products of Middle Eastern monotheism. All of the great principles
of Islam are clearly evident in the earlier Scriptures as they remain in our hands today,
encumbered as they may be with the ravages of time.

One of the important points of contention between the 'urafa’ and the non-'urafa',
especially the jurisprudents, is the particular teaching of 'irfan regarding the Shari'ah,
the Tarigah (the Way) and the Hagigah (the Reality). Both agree in saying that the
Shart'ah, the body of Islamic laws, 15 based upon a senes of realities and beneficial
objectives. The jurisprudents generally interpret these goals to consist of certain things
that lead the human being to felicity, that is, to the highest possible level of benefit
from God's material and spiritual favors to man. The 'urafa’, on the other hand. believe
that all the paths end in God, and that all goals and realities are merely the means,
causes and agencies that impel the human being towards God.

The jurisprudents say only that underlying the laws of the Shari’ah is a series of
benign objectives, that these objectives constitute the cause and spirit of the Shari'ah,
and that the only way of attaining these objectives 1s to act in accordance with the
Shari'ah. But the "urafa' believe that the realities and objectives underlying the laws of
the Shari'ah are of the nature of stations and stages on the human being's ascent
towards God and in the process of man’s access to the ultimate reality.

The 'urafa’ believe that the esoteric aspect of the Shari'ah is the Way. The Tariqah,
at whose end is the Reality (al-Hagqiqah), that is tawhid, which is a stage acquired after
the obliteration of the ‘anif's self and his egoism. Thus the gnostic behieves in three
things: the Shari'ah, the Tarigah, and the Haqigah, and that the Shari'ah is the means
to, or the shell of the Tarigah, and the Tarigah again 1s the means to or the shell of the
kernel of Haqigah,
